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Go along the left side of the road.
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Keep Left

As a rule, bicycles are required to go along the left
side of the road.
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Many traffic accidents happen at intersections!
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Be sure to make a full stop
at intersections.
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There are many traffic accidents at intersections
as the streets in Kyoto city are laid out in a grid
pattern. Make sure to stop fully at a stop sign and
ensure safety.
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Take two steps following
each traffic light when you turn right
at intersections.
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You are not allowed to turn right like a car.
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When a traffic
accident occurs...
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1, Dial 119 if there are
injured persons.
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2, Move your bicycle ?9% ‘B

m You can ride a bicycle on the
sidewalk if there is this sign.
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Pedestrians have priority on sidewalk.

Slow down when you ride on bicycle!
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to a safe place.
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3, Dial 110 and contact the police.
Please stay there until the police
officers arrive.
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Follow the rules and ride a bicycle safely so as not to cause
an accident or not to be a victim of an accident.

You must stop completely when your bicycle is likely
to interfere with pedestrians while going on sidewalk.
